The purpose of the NSDUH is to provide current data on substance use prevalence for the U.S. population (aged 12 and older) and each state, and to issue reports on survey results.  The survey sample will support annual direct estimates of prevalence for the nation, the nation’s eight (8) largest states, and model-based estimates for the remaining 42 states and the District of Columbia.  The contractor will be required to: (1) provide sufficient numbers of interviewers and interviewer supervisory staff to screen approximately 182,500 dwelling units and conduct 67,500 interviews per survey year, using computer assisted interviewing technology; (2) develop training procedures/materials and conduct training classes in order to maintain a sufficient, qualified field staff and satisfy survey fieldwork goals; (3) use statistical expertise to (a) employ a 50-state sample design, with an independent, multi-stage area sample for each of the 50 states and the District of Columbia, and (b) employ small area estimation techniques in order to develop model-based estimates for the 42 smaller states and the District of Columbia; and (4) perform technical writing and analysis to complete and support the contract tasking.  The estimated period of performance is 92 months.  The estimated date for issuance of this RFP is March 25, 2003, with an estimated response date of May 26, 2003.
